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I. Introduction

We live in a day and time in which there are some pretty good sermon writers. We are also blessed that because of television and satellites we are able to hear some of the great communicators of God’s Word. But the best sermon writer I have ever known, the best communicator of God’s Word is God, Himself. He can write a sermon about anything, anywhere and it will touch your heart.
In our passage of Scripture today, God’s takes a sermon from the sky. He writes a sermon about the eagles. I never realized that the Bible has no much to say about eagles. In Isaiah 40:31 it tells us that we can renew our strength and soar on wings like eagles. In Psalm 103:5 the Scripture tells us that our youth can be renewed like the eagle’s. In Psalm 91:4 He tells us that He protects us by covering us with His wings. (An analogy as to how the eagle protects its young by covering them with its wing.) In Ezekiel 17:3, it tells us how powerful these birds are. And in II Samuel 1:23, it tells us how swift a flyer an eagle can be.
But today we want to focus on a passage of Scripture from Deuteronomy 32:10-13. It is part of a large passage of Scripture called the Song of Moses. Moses is coming near to death and gives these words of encouragement to the whole assembly of Israel. If God wanted the whole assembly of Israel to hear these words then I believe then he wants you and me to hear them also.

So, if you have your Bible today, please turn with me to Deuteronomy 32:10-13 and let’s see what we can learn from God’s sermon from the sky.
II.  Body

First Main Point: God knows where I am and can get to me whether I am in the desert or on the highest mountain or anywhere in between.

Deuteronomy 32:10 (NIV) 
10 In a desert land he found him, in a barren and howling waste… 

Deuteronomy 32:11 (NIV) 
11 like an eagle that stirs up its nest and hovers over its young… 

A. I want you to see the contrast here. Moses describes himself in the desert in a barren and howling waste. It describes a picture of being the only one around for miles and miles. Then in the next verse he talks about the eagle who builds his nest high on the mountain top where no one can get to it except God. 

B. And if God can get to Moses and if God can get to the eagle then God can get to you and me no matter where we are.

C. It is one thing to know where someone is but it is a whole different matter to be able to get to them.  For example, a parent may know that their child is hanging with the wrong crowd and using stuff they shouldn’t be using. As a parent you can sit down and talk with your child until you are blue in the face and still not reach them, but God can.
D. It is one thing for a mate to know what is happening to their spouse but it may be impossible to get through to them what they are doing to themselves and their family. But God knows where they are and God can reach them.

E. That is why we should never give up praying for our family. Even if you can not reach them, God can whether they are in the desert or on the mountain top or anywhere in between.
Second Main Point: God allows me to learn the lessons of life yet at the same time He cares for me. 
Deuteronomy 32:10 (NIV) 
10 He shielded him and cared for him…

Deuteronomy 32:11 (NIV) 
11 like an eagle that stirs up its nest…

A. God does not insulate us from the lessons of life. When it says that the eagle stirs up its nest what it is doing is taking those things from the nest that make it so comfortable that the baby eaglet would rather stay in the nest then attempt to fly. It has to learn how to fly. It has to go through the lessons of life. And the time that it is going through the lessons of life, the Heavenly Father cares and shields it but it goes through the lessons of life.

B. Listen parents, you do your children more harm than good if you try to remove the lessons of life from them. You can not keep running to their rescue to keep your children from the lessons of life. They need to go through them and learn from them. Our Heavenly is our example and He allows us as His children to go through the lessons of life.

C. The devil would love to tell us if you allow your child to go through the lessons of life then you don’t care about them. If you cared you would do what you could to stop that hard lesson from being taught.  But the child must learn the hard lessons of life.

D. At school, a parent will sometimes come and defend their child no matter how many people saw what he or she did, no matter how serious it was what he or she did. And the problem is that they are not helping their child but rather hurting their child.

E. God teaches us to learn the lessons of life but know that He cares for us and we go through the lessons of life.  Today, in your own life you may be learn a lesson but I am here to tell you that God cares for you.
Third Main Point: God will let me fall but He always knows the perfect time to catch me.
Deuteronomy 32:10 (NIV) 
10  he guarded him as the apple of his eye…

Deuteronomy 32:11 (NIV) 
11 that spreads its wings to catch them and carries them on its pinions. 

A. Moses says he was the apple of God’s eye. Yet, God allowed him to learn the lessons of life when Moses killed the Egyptian and had to flee Egypt and go into the desert for 40 years.  But God knew the perfect time to come calling on Moses to tell him that he was to lead the people of Israel out of slavery, out of Egypt. Did Moses fall? Yes, but God knew the perfect time to catch him.

B. As the eaglet leaves its nest it does not know how to fly and as it falling to the ground it is the hope of the mother that it would spread it wings and fly. But the eagle’s mother follows the bird toward the ground and at the very last second if it has not started flying the mother catches the bird on its wing and brings it back to the nest. The eaglet falls, but the mother knows the perfect time to catch it.

C. Being a parent is an imperfect job because we don’t always know the perfect time to catch our child when he or she is falling. Being a spouse is an imperfect job because we don’t always know the perfect time to catch our spouse from falling. Taking care of me is an imperfect job because I don’t always know when I need to catch myself. And that is why we got to put our children in the hands of God, that is why we have to put our spouse in the hands of God and that is why we have to put ourselves in the hands of God. Only God knows the perfect time to catch us.
Fourth Main Point: God will sometimes take me back to where I first fell so I might relearn the lesson of life.
Deuteronomy 32:10 (NIV) 
10 In a desert land he found him, in a barren and howling waste… 
Deuteronomy 32:11 (NIV) 
11  …that spreads its wings to catch them and carries them on its pinions. 

A. In the passage of Scripture, God found Moses in the desert but He did not leave him in the desert. He brought him back to where he fell from to relearn the lesson of life. He brought him back to Egypt, the place he fell from.

B. The eagle catches the eaglet on her wing and returns the baby back to its nest. The nest is where the eaglet originally fell from and that is where it will start over learning the lessons of life.

C. Have you ever been at a place in your life where you said to yourself, “I have been here before. It is like I am starting over again.” It could be that God have brought you back to that place to relearn the lessons of life. May you didn’t learn the lessons the first time and God has brought you back to relearn the lessons.

D. If God brought Moses back to Egypt, if God instructs the eagle to bring its baby back to the nest, maybe God has you starting over so that you might learn the lessons of life.

Fifth Main Point: At some point, it is going to be me dealing with God all alone.

Deuteronomy 32:12 (NIV) 
12 The LORD alone led him; no foreign god was with him. 

A. I can run from the lessons of life, I can be shielded from the lessons of life by my parents or by my spouse. I can fall and picked up by my family. But one day I am going to have deal with God one on one. God alone and Me alone!
B. I pray it would be today for you and not the Judgment Day.

C. This morning we are going to give you the opportunity to get one on one with God. We will open up this altar and allow you to talk with God. Will you come?
