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Introduction:

I want to begin this morning by asking you a simple question. “What do you do when you can’t fix what is wrong?” 

Some of us may answer: “we try a little bit harder.” Maybe we think that we haven’t put enough energy into fixing our problem so we devote more energy into trying to solve our problem.

Some of us may answer: “we throw more money at the problem.” There are some people who believe that if you can throw enough money at a problem it will go away.
Some of us may answer: “we seek the help of a professional.” But there are times that the marriage counselor can’t put the marriage back together. There are times that the financial counselor can only tell you that you are stuck in your financial condition. You don’t have any options. There are times that the medical doctor going to tell you that he doesn’t know what is wrong or doesn’t have what it will take to bring healing.
In this morning’s passage of Scripture, this is the place where we find this woman; the woman with this bleeding condition.  This woman had sought the help of a doctor and in fact the Scripture says that she put herself under the care of many doctors. So she tried the help of a professional and she put her effort and energy into finding the right professional. The Scripture also tells us that she spent all that she had. So she threw her money at the problem thinking that would solve her problem but it didn’t. 
So after she expensed her energy, so after she had spent all that she had; so after she had sought the advice of many professionals she still had her bleeding condition.
Some of us can relate to that. Some of us have done all that we can do to fix our problem and we still got our problem. But this woman finally found a way to solve her problem and maybe if we can look closely at what she did and imitate what she did then just maybe we can solve our problem before we leave this church service today.

Body:

1. She didn’t let any body hinder her from getting close to Jesus.
Mark 5:24 (NIV) 
24 So Jesus went with him. A large crowd followed and pressed around him. 
Mark 5:27 (NIV) 
27 When she heard about Jesus, she came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, 

a. There was a large crowd pressed around Jesus. It would be difficult to get through the crowd because they were so tightly packed around Him, but she found a way to get through the crowd and close to Jesus.

b. Some of us today have allowed other people to hinder us from getting close to Jesus.  It may be that spouse who tells you that you are getting too spiritual on us. It maybe that friend that tells you that you are changed and no more fun since you became a Christian. It maybe that church member who just rubs you the wrong way and so you can’t focus on worshiping God like you should. 
c. Listen! There will always be somebody the devil will use to try to keep you from getting too close to God. Your job just like the woman with the bleeding condition is to press close to Jesus. Don’t let anybody hinder you.
2. She hit bottom and was desperate.
Mark 5:28 (NIV) 
28 because she thought, "If I just touch his clothes, I will be healed." 

a. She had used up all her money; she had gone through a series of doctors; she had been in this condition for twelve long years. She has hit bottom physically, mentally, emotionally, financially and she was desperate.

b. For some of us today, God has been waiting for you to hit bottom and to get desperate. Some of us still have the problem that we have had for such a long time because we haven’t got desperate enough to fall at the feet of Jesus. Maybe today you will hit bottom and get desperate enough.
c. How do you know that you are desperate enough?  This room may be full of people but when the invitation is given you know it is just you and God and all that you can see is God. That’s when you are desperate enough. That woman, with the bleeding condition, all she could see was Jesus. She didn’t see the crowd; all she saw was Jesus. And if you are desperate enough today that’s all that you will see is Jesus.
3. She had no doubts that Jesus was the answer to her problem.

Mark 5:28-29 (NIV) 
28 because she thought, "If I just touch his clothes, I will be healed." 
29 Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her body that she was freed from her suffering. 

a. If you read the larger passage of Scripture you will discover that when this woman touched Jesus, He was on the way to Jairus’ house to heal his daughter. He was on a mission. It would have been easy for her to say that God doesn’t have time for me; He is going to Jairus’ house.

b. But this woman had no doubt that if she just touched his clothes she would be healed. Some of us are stuck in our problems today because we haven’t got to the point of believing that the only answer to our problem is Jesus.  
c. We still have doubts Jesus is our only solution. We are seating here in our pews telling ourselves that we got a couple more options before we try Jesus. Jesus may be my answer but I am going to try something else first.
d. Until you have the faith to believe that Jesus is our only solution then your doubts will hinder God working in your life. The woman with the bleeding condition knew Jesus was the only solution so her faith removed all doubt.  

4. She had the courage to acknowledge before Jesus and the crowd what God had done for her despite having great fear.
Mark 5:30-33 (NIV) 
30 At once Jesus realized that power had gone out from him. He turned around in the crowd and asked, "Who touched my clothes?" 
31 "You see the people crowding against you," his disciples answered, "and yet you can ask, 'Who touched me?'" 
32 But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it. 
33 Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. 

a. I like it when Everett gets up to sing because I know that he does so with great fear but he wants to acknowledge what God is doing in his life. I like it last week when Brenda got up to sing as fearful as she was and acknowledged to us what God is doing in her life.

b. Some of us may still have our problem today because God knows that we wouldn’t have the courage to stand and testify what God has done in our life. 

c. This woman was willing to testify before Jesus and the crowd that God had healed her. She didn’t do it without great fear.
5. She knew her problem was gone because peace came over her heart.

Mark 5:34 (NIV) 
34 He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering." 

a. Problems rob us of peace. Problems steal our peace of mind. Whether our problem is physical, emotional, spiritual, or financial, all problems rob us of our peace.  

b. You know that God has dealt with your problem, when peace comes back over your heart. The woman with the bleeding condition, the first thing that Jesus tells her is “Go in peace” and then He tells her that she has been healed.
c. Today, if you are not experiencing the peace of God over your heart, I can tell you that you have a problem that has not been resolved.

d. But the good news is that our God offers you hope this morning. Jesus healed the woman with the bleeding condition. And God wants to heal your problem today. Are you desperate this morning; have you hit bottom, then move close to God don’t let anything or anyone stop you, believe by faith that He is your answer, have no doubts whatsoever. Be willing to confess it publicly that God has done a great thing in your life. And accept the peace of God which He wants to offer you.
e. You can walk out of here carrying your unresolved problems or you leave your problems at the altar and walk out of here with the peace of God over your heart. It is your choice. Let us pray.
