Entries and Conditions 

1. This event is being run under the Rules and Regulations of the ESNZ and Rules 
of the Dressage Discipline. 

2. Entries to Canterbury Dressage ESNZ, PO Box 23052, Christchurch. 

3. Entries postmarked after the closing date will be returned. 

4. Cheques to be made payable to Canterbury Dressage ESNZ. 

5. Entries will only be accepted on the rider’s personalised entry form with the 
appropriate horse/pony stickers attached.  Stickers must be current at date of 
entry.  Entries not complying with this condition will be returned. 

6. All tests count towards the Championship with the actual Championship Test 
(Sunday morning) carrying a weighting of 1.5. Enter Championship class with 
original entry and money will be returned if qualification not met.  A maximum 
of 20 horses in Championship classes. 

7. Class sizes may be limited and entries will be accepted in order of receipt. 

8. Graded horses may only compete in their current grade or above. 

9. Horses/ponies can be entered in no more than two classes per day, except for 
Level 1 horses who may compete in the Level 2 MFS and YDH qualifier. 

10 FRIDAY: Horses may need to enter their grade competition plus the 
competition appropriate for their age group class if entering the Elite Equine 
YDH SI Championship (eg a 4yr old competing at Level 2 will need to enter 
Class 4, a 5yr competing at Level 1 will need to enter Class 5, etc) 

11. Separate pony classes will be held in Levels 1-3 and will be included in the 
draw with horses at the same level. Ponies graded Level 4 or above may 
compete at Level 3 on equal terms under special conditions or may compete in 
Level 4 but are not eligible for the Pony Championship. Please indicate if you 
are riding a pony. There will be Pony Championship classes on Sunday 
morning, separated out from the horse classes. 

12. South Island Pony Level Champions will be awarded at each of Levels 1-3. 

13. SI Young Dressage Rider Champions will be awarded at each of Level 1 – 
Advanced.  Please indicate on your entry form if you are eligible for the 
Young Rider Championship. 

14. A sash is to be presented to the best performed Hanoverian (copy of pink 
papers required at time of entry). 

15. Prize money will only be paid out to 4th place and on scores of 55% or higher 
for all grades. 

16. Only horses entered in the competition are permitted on the grounds. 

17. The Organising Committee reserves the right to alter, or delete any part of this 
schedule at any time with all due notice being given to concerned parties. 

18. Canterbury Dressage ESNZ acts as agent only in regard to the collection of 
entry and other fees and payment of other expenses. 

19. Scratchings: Contact Sue Meager, phone 03 318 1536 prior to the event, or the 
National Equestrian Centre, phone 03 359 6192 after 7.30am on the day of 
competition. 

20. Teams Competition:  A team is to consist of four combinations – one each from 
each level.  Teams to be submitted to the Events Secretary by 10.30am on 
Friday 3 February.  No entry fee, rosettes for 1st team. 

21. CDs only for Musical Freestyles. 

22. Horse ID tags to be worn at all times. 

23. Cancellation of event – 91ZM 

23. Dogs must be kept on a leash at all times.
