Now that | slammed (some of) the people | (sometimes) rely upon (or at least try) for content, | feel
compelled to offer some constructive criticism.

1) First of all, wuse your macro setting. On a
allows you to get close to your subject while remaining in focus.

2) Think about your lighting. A flash on your camera is a bad, bad, BAD substitute for good lighting.
flash tends to wash out colors and produce glare or dark shadows. Natural light is the best ever,
the best of that is outdoors, but not in direct sunlight. The light should be ambient and indirect. If
you do take a photo inside, consider the shadows cast by your subject when you use one light bu
as your lighting source. Multiple lamps at different angles will ease the shadows, bathing your
subject in light.

3) Your houseds back deck railing is a | ousy b

Think aboutthefud i ze cars you photograph or
cars. The angle is lowd like they were taken from eye level or a little lowérand the best ones are
from a % angle to capture the 3 dimensional feel of the car. Standing 3 feet above a subject only
about half a foot long makes the picture look more like a police helicopter shot than a scale mode
glamour shot.

Other than that, keep taking photos at shows, and of your own work. Look critically at your own photc
and ask yourself i f they were posted by somec
need to be a genius to take a good photo, and yauo nméed a $5000 camera either. For about $100
bucks, you can score goint and shoot rig that takes decent photos.
