COUNT PULASKI

Count Casimir Pulaski, for whom the USS
CASIMIR PULASKI is named, was born
in south central Poland on March 4, 1757,
Born to wealth and privilege, he sacrificed
both in the struggle for the freedom of his
native land. At the age of 24 he was hailed
as the first military leader to win a victory
with Polish troops in nearly a century, as
a result of his defeat of the Russians at
Czestochowa, However, he was branded a
regicide by those close to the King and was
forced into exile. With the support of Ben-
jamin Franklin, Pulaski came to America
to aid the Revolution. By his ardor and military skill he won the confidenc
and respect of Washington; and following his distinguished service :
Brandywine he was appointed Brigadier General and Chief of Cavalry.
few maonths later he resigned as Chief of Cavalry and obtained permissio
from Congress to raise an independent corps. This corps was to becom
known as the Pulaski Legion. During May 1779 the Legion was instruments
in the successful defense of Charleston, 5.C. The following October, in a
attempt to rally the decimated American and French forces at the seige ¢
Savannah, Ga., Pulaski was mortally wounded. He died on board th

American ship, Wasp, on October 11, 1779 at the age of 32,

With his death it was recognized that a great soldier, a man of hono
and integrity, had laid down his life for the country which he had come t
serve and all felt the loss to American arms. King Stanislas August Ponia
towski of Poland paid him the following tribute—"Pulaski has died as h
lived—a hero—but an enemy of kings.”

His was a colorful and noble career, the life of a true idealist who neve
compromised in his convictions as to the importance of liberty and free
dom. He was a true Pole and a true American.

The US5 CASIMIR PULASKI is the twenty-
eighth Fleet Ballistic Missile submarine and the
fifty-third nuclear submarine to be launched
since 1954, She is approximately 425 feet in
length, 33 feet wide, and displaces 8200 tons
submerged. Stowed in 8 pairs of vertical tubes
immediately aft of the sail are 16 Polaris A-3
missiles. The ship has 390 tons of air condition-
ing capacity for cooling the nn_EWHmh equipment
and for the comfort of the crew, Oxvgen genera-
tors permit the submarine to Emn:mﬁn:..m all of
its oxygen from the sea. Special atmosphere puri-
fication equipment removes irritants from the
air and maintains the proper balance of oxvgen,
carbon dioxide, and other elements during pro-
longed submergence,

PULASKI has two crews, Blue and Gold, of
approximately 125 enlisted men and 13 officers
each, These crews alternate on the ship's deter-
rent patrols. The off-crew enjovs mnrmmﬂm_ﬁm leave
periods, and benefits from refresher training
prior to re-deployment.
