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CONSTITUTION

Preamble

WHEREAS, having been organized in 1849, we the Chur ches of the Judson Association
of Baptists, being convinced that an association of churches can mor e effectively perpetuate
the cause of Christ, do adopt the following Articlesaswritten bond of fellowship,
cooper ative function, and administrative pur pose.

Articlel - Name
This Association shall be called the Judson Baptist Association.
Articlell - Misson

The mission of this Association shall beto further the cause of Christ by enabling the
churchesin wor ship, ministry, evangelism, fellowship, and discipleship; and to provide staff
leader ship and volunteer servicesin order to fulfill thismission...

Articlein - Membership

A member church shall be a Baptist church, cooperating with the Judson Baptist
Association, the Tennessee Baptist Convention, and the Southern Baptist Convention.
Member churches agreewith the general intent of The Baptist Faith and M essage.

A church may become a member of the Association by petitioning the Association in
writing at any time, but at least ninety (90) days prior to the annual meeting. Petitioning
churches shall be under the watch car e of the Association until voted upon at the next
annual meeting.

A church may voluntarily withdraw from the Association at any time by notifying the
Assaciation in writing. However, such withdrawal shall not become final until voted upon
by either the Executive Board or M essengers at the Annual M eeting.

ArticlelV - Authority

The Association shall abstain from internal problems of a participating church except
upon request of theinvolved congregation, and shall exer cise no ecclesiastical authority
over any church.

ArticleV - Annual Meeting

The Association shall meet annually in October, the time, date, and placeto be set by the
messenger sin the annual meeting.



Article VI - Parliamentary Procedure

Robert's Rulesof Order (latest revised edition) shall be recognized asthe authority in
parliamentary procedures.

ArticleVIl - Messengers

The voting body at the Annual Meeting of the Association shall be comprised of
messenger s duly chosen by the chur ches.

Every Church in this Association shall be entitled to a minimum of three (3) messengers.
A church isentitled to an additional messenger for every twenty-five (25) members, or
fraction thereof, exceeding fifty (50) members. No church shall be entitled to morethan ten
(10) messengers.

ArticleVIII - Officers
Section A:

1. Theofficersof this Association shall be a Moderator, Vice-M oder ator,
Clerk,Treasurer, Trustees, and Directors of Associational Departments, all of whom
shall be dected annually, except as otherwise specified, and shall continuein office
until a successor iselected.

2. Annually elected Officers shall be recognized and take officejust prior to
adjournment of the business session of the Annual M eeting.

3. The Nominating Committee shall nominate officers at the Annual Meeting, and
an opportunity for nominations from the floor shall be given.

4. Interim Officers may be appointed as deemed necessary by the Executive Board.

5. All Officers are expected to attend the Annual Meeting, the quarterly Officers
M eetings, and the Executive Boar d M eetings unless providentially hinder ed.

Section B:

1. Trustees
The Association shall havethree (3) trustees, each serving for three (3) yearson a
rotation basis, with one (1) new member being elected each year. The duty of the
trustees shall beto hold in trust all properties of the Judson Baptist Association, and
to transact all legal matters pertaining thereto, subject to the direction of the
Association.

2. Moderator
The Duties Of The Moderator Are:

a. To presde over the Annual Meeting, called meetings, and the  Executive Board
M eetings;

b. To encour age fellowship and mutual care among the chur ches of the Association;



c. To appoint members of special committees asthe need may arise, and as by the
Association;

d. To serve as an ex-officio member of all committees.
3. Vice-M oder ator
The Duties Of The Vice-M oder ator Are:

a. To serveas parliamentarian at the Annual M eeting of the Association, called
meetings, and Executive Board M eetings,

b. To preside over the Annual Meeting, called meetings, and the Executive Board
M eetingsin the absence of the M oder ator;

c. To become Moder ator in the event the Moderator should become unableto serve;

d. Toserveas Alternate Treasurer in the event the Treasurer isabsent or unableto
fulfill hisor her dutiesfor a period of thirty (30) daysor more.

4. Clerk
The Duties Of TheClerk Are:

a. Toserveasrecorder for the Annual Meeting of the Association and the Executive
Board M eetings,

b. To prepareand publish the Minutes of the Annual M eeting and the Executive
Board Meetings.

5. Treasurer
The Dutiesof The Treasurer Are

a. Tosubmit afinancial report at the Annual M eeting and the Executive Board
M eetings;

b. To approverecords of all money received and disbur sed;

c. To account for and disbursethe Associational funds. The Associational Treasury
shall not be used by anyone other than the Treasurer;

d. To be chairperson of the Budget Committee.
6. Sunday School Director

It shall bethe duty of the Sunday School Director to offer encouragement and assistance
in establishing and/or promoting the Sunday School of all churchesthe Association.



7. Discipleship Training Director

It shall bethe duty of the Discipleship Training Director to encour age, promote, or assist
in establishing a Discipleship Training program in all churchesthe Association.

8. Music Director
The Duties of The Music Director Are:

a. To encourage and/or assist with the music program of all churchesin the
Association;

b. To plan, attend, and participatein all Associational Singings.
9. Brotherhood Director

It shall bethe duty of the Brotherhood Director to offer encouragement in
establishing and promoting the Brotherhood organization in all churches of the Association.

10. WMU Director
The Duties of The WMU Director Are:

a. To offer encouragement and assistance in establishing or promoting the WMU
Organization in all churches of the Association;

b. To promote and encourage missions and giving to mission offerings;
c. To attend state and regional WM U functions as often asis practical and feasible;
d. To serve on the Missions Committee.

11. Youth Director

The Duties of The Youth Director Are:

a. Toassist and encour age all churches of the Association in developing a continuing
program of youth training and active participation in evangelism, soul winning, and
church leader ship;
b. To serve on the Evangelism Committee.

12. Evangelism Director

The Duties of The Evangelism Director Are:

a. Tolead the Association in formulating plansfor the annual Associational
Evangelism Conference and Associational Revival;

b. Tolead the Association to addressthe priority of evangelism;



c. Todevelop programs and functionsto involve the Associational evangelistic
activity and training;

d. To serve as chair person of the Evangelism Committee.
13. Stewar dship Director
The Duties of the Stewar dship Director Are:

a. Toencourage and assist all churchesin the Association in developing an ongoing
stewardship program;

b. To plan and direct stewardship commitmentsto the Associational Mission;
c. To serve asamember of the Budget Committee.
14. VBS Director
The Duties of The VBS Director Are:
a. Toassist and challenge churchesto start, improve and enlarge all areas of VBS
through planning, training, administration, consultation, program inter pretation,
and cooper ative projects;
b. To serve asa member of the Evangelism Committee.

15. Media-Library Director

It shall betheduty of the Media-Library Director to maintain historical records of the
Association.

Article I X - Annual Report

It shall betheresponsibility of each church to completethe Annual Church Profile
(ACP) provided by the Associational Clerk. All ACPs are due and should bereturned to the
Clerk by the September First of each year, and must in any event bereturned not later than
thefirst day of the Annual M eeting.

Article X - Executive Board

The Executive Board of the Association shall consist of all Officersof the Association, the
Chairperson of all ssanding committees, one (1) elected representative from each church,
and all church pastorsin the Association.

The Executive Board shall meet quarterly. Additionally, the Moderator may call the
Executive Board into session at any time upon notice to all Board Members, stating the
pur pose of the meeting.

Executive Board shall have the authority to transact any necessary Association business
arising between sessions, and shall make an annual report to the Association.



The Associational Moder ator, Vice-M oder ator, Clerk, and Treasurer shall bethe
Officersof the Executive Board. The Moderator or Vice-M oder ator shall preside during all
Board meetings, and the Clerk shall keep awritten record of all proceedings.

Article X1 - Discipline
Disciplinary action may be taken by the Association for the following reasons:

1. Neglect of a church to send messenger sto the Annual Meeting for two (2) consecutive
years,

2. Neglect of a church to submit the Annual Church Profile for two (2) consecutive years;
3. Neglect of a church to financially support the Association for two (2) consecutive years;
4. A grossdoctrinal error, as determined by the Association;

5. The Moderator, the Director of Missions, and/or a committee appointed for that purpose
should seek reconciliation with the church.

Article XI1 - Amendments

Any proposal for amending the Constitution must be presented in writing to the
Association during the business session of the annual meeting. A period of one year must be
given for publication befor e consideration by the Association and a two-thirds (2/3) vote of
messenger s present shall be necessary to make such changes.

Article XI11-Staff
Director Of Missions

The Director of Missions shall give general supervision and direction to thetotal
program of the Judson Baptist Association, for the purpose of achieving the objectives as
stated in Articlell. He shall be called and employed for an indefinite period of time by vote
of the Executive Board and/or the M essenger s of the Annual Meeting, upon
recommendation of the Per sonnel Search Committee. A detailed job description for the
Director of Missionsis attached. (Job description not made availableto Clerk)

Article X1V - Committees
Thefollowing committees, including chair per sons, shall be nominated by the Nominating
Committee at the Annual Meeting, and an opportunity for nominations from the floor shall
be given. Each committee member shall serve oneyear beginning at the conclusion of the
Annual Mesting.
1. Annual Meeting Committee

This committee shall consist of at least four (4) members, and have the following
responsibilities:



a. To propose an order of businessfor the Annual M eeting;

b. To propose place, dates and speakersfor the Annual Meeting at least two yearsin
advance,

c. To publicize the complete order of businessfor the Annual Meetingsto the
churchesin the Association at least thirty (30) daysin advance;

d. I'n cooperation with the Moderator and other program personnel, to arrangefor
all facilities needed for the Annual Meetings;

e. Toreceiveinvitations from churches and suggestionsfor program emphasis and
personnd for future sessions.

2. Budget Committee

This committee shall consist of at least four (4) members, and shall have the following
responsibilities:

a. Towork with the Treasurer, who shall serve as chairper son, in developing and
recommending an overall financial development plan;

b. Towork with the Treasurer in developing and recommending an Associational
budget based on the Congtitutional Objectives stated in Articlell;

c. To make recommendations concer ning proposed expendituresnot included in the
budget;

d. Toreview expenditures periodically and recommend budget adjustmentsif
needed.

3. Evangdism Committee

The committee shall consist of at least four (4) members, and shall have the following
responsibilities:

a. To promotethe cause of Christ by encouraging all churchesto be evangelisticin
outreach and in ministering to thelost.

b. To plan and conduct evangeligtic rallies, revivals, and confer ences annually.
4. Missions Committee

This committee shall consist of at least four (4) members, and shall have the following
responsibilities:

a. To lead the Association to addressthe priority of missionsin the United States
and around theworld;

b. To assist the Director of Missionsin the mission work of the Association.



5. Nominating Committee

This committee shall consist of at least four (4) members, and shall have the following
responsibilities:

a. To sdlect, interview, enlist, and recommend Associational officers, standing
committee members, and chair persons,

b. To present workersto the Association at the Annual Meeting for election;

c. Toassist Associational program leadersin discovering and enlisting qualified
personstofill positionsin their respective organizations;

d. To makerecommendationsfor filling vacanciesin positionsthat may occur
during
