2) A book called The Tortilla Curtain, written by T. Coraghessan Boyle, published in New York by Viking Penguin, copyright 1995.

3) The Warner Brothers’ film titled Casablanca, made in 1942 and directed by Michael Curtiz.  It stars Humphrey Bogart and Ingrid Bergman.

4) A book titled Dreams and Inward Journeys: A Rhetoric for Writers. You have the rest of the information.
5) The word “Uxorious.”  (Hint: You will need to look at a dictionary for this one.)
6) An Article written by Christopher Willcox, titled Right-to-Die Sparks Hot Debate.  The article was published in the February 28, 2004 issue of the Detroit Free Press.  It appears on page 2 of section B.
7) A book written by Kate Chopin titled The Awakening.  The book, edited by Margaret Culley, was published in 1976 by W.W. Norton and Company in New York.
